Rules for the Missouri QSO Party February 5, 2019

1. SCOPE

This document outlines the rules for tessouri QSO Party, sponsored by the Boeing
Employees’ Amateur Radio Society-St. Louis (BEARSLSBuUIS).

2. RULES

TheGeneral Rulesfor All ARRL Contests will apply except as noted.
2.1. Eligibility

Any licensed radio amateur may enter.

2.2. Object

The object of the contest is to work as many stat@s possible during the contest period, to
provide all licensed radio amateurs outside thiee stBMissouri the opportunity to work
Missouri counties, and to provide all licensed oaainateurs in Missouri an opportunity to work
other states and countries.

2.3. Dateand Time Period

The contest has two separate operating periodsaliypon the first full weekend in April. For
2019, the contest is on April 6 and April 7.

2.4. Modesand Freguencies

CW, Digital, and phone operation on 160M, 80M, 4@@M, 15M, 10M, 6M, 2M, 1.25M, and
70cm. Suggested frequencies are 1.820 MHz on 1&0M Hz up from the band edge on CW,

and 1.880, 3.825, 7.220, 14.250, 21.380, and 28830 on SSB phone. Suggested frequencies
on VHF/UHF are the standard VHF calling frequencies

2.5. Entry Classifications
25.1. Missouri Fixed Stations

Missouri Fixed stations will operate from a singtunty within the State of Missouri.

Missouri Fixed stations may work any other statimge per mode on each band except
mobile/expedition stations may be worked once pederon each band for each county in which
the mobile/expedition station is located. Fix&tiens may operate in one of the following
categories:

Missouri Fixed (Multi-Op) — any legal power, muttiilti allowed
Missouri Fixed (Single-Op HP) — over 150W, one sraitted signal
Missouri Fixed (Single-Op LP) —150W or less, orasmitted signal
Missouri Fixed (Single-Op QRP) — 5W or less, omasmitted signal

2.5.2. Missouri Expedition

Missouri Expedition stations will operate from agle fixed geographic location Missouri
expedition stations may work any other station greremode on each band except
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mobile/expedition stations may be worked once pederon each band for each county where
the other station is located.

Commercial power may be used. The station anahédinnas must be temporarily erected for
the contest and removed afterwards. The locatiaymot be that of a permanent amateur
station. Expedition stations may operate from ainde following categories:

Missouri Expedition (Multi-Op) — any legal powerutt/multi allowed
Missouri Expedition (Single-Op HP) — over 150W

Missouri Expedition (Single-Op LP) —150W or less

Missouri Expedition (Single-Op QRP) — 5W or less

Expedition stations may be located at the intersedf two or more counties. They will be
allowed to make multiple QSOs with the same statme for each of the counties in which they
are located. County line operations must log tlvesegacts as separate QSOs.

Single-op expedition operations from county linassirhave a portion of the station physically
located inside each county claimed. Multi-op expenl operations from county lines must have
a portion of at least one station physically lodateside each county claimed. All equipment
(including antennas) must lie within a circle whak@meter does not exceed 300 meters (1000
feet).

2.5.3. Missouri Mobile Stations

Mobile stations will operate from at least two cties within the State of Missouri. Mobile
stations may work any other station once per medeach band from each county of operation.

Mobile stations may work other Mobile/Expeditioatsbns once per mode on each band for
each county where the other station is locatddobile stations may operate from one of the
following categories:

Missouri Mobile (Unlimited) — over 150W, multi/mukllowed
Missouri Mobile (Multi-Op LP) — 150W or less,

Missouri Mobile (Single-Op LP Mixed) — 150W or less
Missouri Mobile (Single-Op LP CW Only) — 150W oste
Missouri Mobile (Single-Op LP Phone-Only) — 150Wless

Mobile operation on county lines is permitted. @yuine operations must log these contacts as
separate QSOs. Mobile stations that operate faumty lines must have a portion of their
vehicle parked in each county claimed.

2.5.4. Non-Missouri Stations

Non-Missouri stations are from any other statehanWnited States (including the District of
Columbia (DC), Alaska and Hawaii), or any Canagawvince or territory. Non-Missouri
stations may work Missouri stations once per madearh band, and mobile stations once per
mode on each band for each county in which the lmalation is located.

Non-Missouri (US Single Operator High Power) — O¥80W
Non-Missouri (US Single Operator Low Power) — 150Wess
Non-Missouri (US Single Operator QRP) — 5W or less
Non-Missouri (Multi Operator) — Any legal power, ttumulti allowed
Non-Missouri (Canada) — Any legal power, multi/nmaltowed

255. DX Stations
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DX stations are from any entity on the ARRL DXCCubtries List excluding the United States,
Canada, Alaska, and Hawaii. DX stations may workdduri stations once per mode on each
Band. DX stations may work Mobile stations oncempede on each band for each county in
which the Mobile station is located.

DX stations can operate any legal power. Singlerddulti Op is allowed.
2.5.6 Missouri School Club Category

Missouri School clubs entries can be any universitylege, technical, primary, or secondary
school.

Only currently enrolled regular students and fadstaff of the institution are eligible to operate
a school club entry. Alumni may participate on #rewith students, however it is not in the
spirit of the category for alumni exclusively tceute club station. Alumni should make every
effort to continue in an Elmer role to current aoticlub members.

School clubs must operate from established stataraged on campus. No portable operation
from a near-by contest station is allowed. If mocampus station exists, a club may operate
from a member’s station or set up a portable staiiocampus.

2.5.7 Missouri Rookie Category

All Missouri amateurs who are 18 years old or yamgr have been licensed less than three
years are eligible to enter in the rookie categorgddition to the categories defined in 2.5.1,
2.5.2,2.5.30r2.5.6. Rookie entries shoulaidiied as such in the Cabrillo file header or the
summary sheet.

2.5.8. Missouri Club Category

Missouri stations may specify a club affiliationtvtheir entry. Club scores will be determined
by adding the scores of all Missouri stations #pacify a particular club in their entry. At least
three logs must be submitted to constitute a \a@lild entry. A club entry form is not required.

2.6. Exchange
2.6.1. Missouri Stations

Missouri stations will provide call sign, RST, aadhree letter county code as defined in
Table 1.

2.6.2. Non-Missouri Stations

Non-Missouri stations will provide call sign, RSAnd their US state (as defined in Table 2) or
Canadian province or territory (as defined in Ta)le

2.6.3. DX Stations

DX stations will provide call sign, RST, and thesmation “DX”.
2.7. Miscellaneous Rules

The following miscellaneous rules will apply:
1. As a condition of entry, participants are botmthe provisions and intent of these rules,
and bound to the decisions of the contest sporg@rding award distribution.
2. The use of spotting assistance or nets (opgratrangements involving other
individuals, DX-alerting nets, packet clusters, etot physically located at the station is
permitted. Stations may spot themselves.
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3. Cross-band and cross-mode contacts will ngebmitted.

4. Repeaters and gateways may not be used to etm®8&O0s.

5. Soliciting a simplex contact during the contastiod is permitted. APRS or other
similar means may be used

for posting location, frequency, and mode but matybe used for conducting QSOs.

6. All call signs and exchange information will §ent, received, acknowledged, and logged
correctly by each station for a complete QSO. Kdveontact will be a complete QSO that
is not a duplicate based on the restrictions ddfingparagraph 2.5.

7. Missouri stations will receive one DX multiplié at least one DX entity is worked. A
maximum of one DX multiplier will be awarded evémadditional DX contacts are made.
8. Satellite contacts are prohibited.

9. Mobile is a station that is self-contained aagdable of legal motion (street, water, or air)
while operating, motion optional.

10. All Missouri Mobile stations — Operations wl@ne person operates and does all
driving will be scored as a Single-Op. Operatiat®re one person operates and% 2
person drives or operates will be scored as a MNDyiti

11. Missouri stations should call CQ Missouri QB&ty or CQ MOQP.

12. Stations calling Missouri should call CQ Miggar CQ MO.

13. Any digital mode contact counts as a valid G&Qligital. You can only work the
same digital station once per band. (The intehigfrule is to prevent working the same
station on a band via multiple digital modes.)

14. Single operator stations may only have caesimitted signal at a time.

15. All stations should provide the opportunitybe worked by everyone involved in the
contest. Stations whose operation appears todwedmng QSOs or multipliers only to a
specific station or stations is considered unspaatdike conduct and may be disqualified.
16. County line operations should be preparguaeide proof that their station was
physically located in each county claimed. Ml#istations claiming to operate from the
same three county intersection simultaneously shbelprepared to show proof that their
stations met this requirement simultaneously.

17. Mobile stations may append their call sigrhvatsuffix of “/M”, “/R”, “mobile”,

“rover”, or the three letter county code,

2.8. Special Event Stations

The BEARS-St. Louis will operate a special eveatisn, WAMA as part of the contest. A
one-time (first QSO only) 100-point bonus will bddad to the total score of stations working
special event station WZMA. WGMA is normally loedtin St. Louis County (SLC), but the
station may operate portable in a different Missoaunty for the QSO party.

The Raytown ARC will operate a second event staki&GQ as part of the contest. A one-time
(first QSO only) 100-point bonus will be added he total score of stations working special
event station KBGQ. K@AGQ will be operated outatkon County (JAC)

2.9. Score

The score for a participating station will be detered by multiplying the total number of valid
contact points, by the total number of multipliersrked, then adding the bonus points (if
applicable).

2.9.1. Points
Points for valid contacts will be awarded in thédaing manner:

1. Valid phone contacts count one point each.

2. Valid CW contacts count two points each.

3. Valid digital contacts count two points each.

4. At least one valid contact with the W@MA spéeigent station will count as a single
100-point bonus added to the tstalre.

5. At least one valid contact with special eveaatisn K&GQ will count as a single100-

point bonus added to the total score.

6. A 100 point bonus will be awarded for succdbgubmitting a Cabrillo log

electronically.

2.9.2. Multipliers
Multipliers will be awarded in the following manner

1. The multipliers for Missouri stations are Migsacounties (115

maximum), US states (49 maximum), and Canadianipces and territories (13
maximum) worked. An additional multiplier of thalue of one will be added if at
least one DX station is worked.

2. The multipliers for Non-Missouri and DX statgare Missouri Counties (115
maximum) worked.

2.10. Reporting and Submissions

2.10.1. Entries must be submitted to the contestsgr within 30 days after the conclusion of
the contest. No late entries will be acceptedcoaplete entry will consist of one of the
following in order of preference:

1. Cabrillo format (no Summary Sheet required}mé&iled or sent on CD or other

digital media thru postal mail.

2. Paper log entry — Summary Sheet required —teeMIMA

2.10.2. All logs generated electronically, musshbmitted electronically in Cabrillo format.
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2.10.3. All entries must specify their entry classl power level in the Cabirillo file header or
summary sheet. (Note that some logging softwlaes not correctly populate this information.
Please verify the accuracy of your Cabrillo headeng a text editor before submission.

2.10.4. Incomplete or illegible entries will be sd&fied as check-logs. Non-Cabrillo entries
without a summary sheet will be scored as check-log

2.10.5. An example of the official summary sheetupplied in Appendix A or it can be
downloaded from the BEARS-St. Louis web sitétgp://www.wOma.org The log of contacts
must show call sign, date, time, band, mode, ali@kehange for each QSO.

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3.3. Tie-Breakers

Should more than one station attain the same sttwetation with the most Missouri counties
worked will be awarded the higher position. Thgheist number of MO counties plaques and
certificates will be awarded to the station witk garliest QSO time of their last county worked.
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3.4. Digital awards

The digital mode plaque and certificates will beaated to stations with the most digital QSOs
multiplied by the most multipliers worked digitally Entries do not have to be digital only
entries and logs may also include non-digital cctsta

3.5. VHF awards

The VHF certificates will be awarded to stationshvthe most VHF QSOs multiplied by the
most multipliers worked on VHF. Entries do nawh to be VHF only entries and logs may
also include non-VHF contacts.
